Some
areas of the fairways remained under water for
several days and did not survive. We will spot
aerify and seed these areas to restore them to
playability. We were however able to complete the
edging of all bunkers. July will be spent performing
selective tree pruning and removal of any dead wood
throughout the course. We will also concentrate on
eradicating the poison ivy that is beginning to take
over some of our natural areas. We have already
begun this process and have had good success so far.

Turf Tip

The first of July is the perfect time to apply a grub
control product. This is usually just after the peak
egg laying season for Japanese beetles. Be sure to
use a product with the active ingredient



Imadacloparid. This product has a long residual and
will give you season long grub control if you apply
it during the first two weeks of July.
